This Morning’s Liturgy  
† During his lifetime, Alessandro Scarlatti (1660-1725) was often called the “Italian 
Orpheus.” The father of two other composers in the Scarlatti family, Alessandro played 
key roles in the development of opera and instrumental music that would be impactful 
throughout Europe.
† Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756-1791) is known for his symphonies, piano sona-
tas, operas, and perhaps most for having been a child prodigy. He composed the motet 
“Ave verum corpus” for the feast of Corpus Christi in the final year of his tragically short 
life. While Mozart is known for his theatrical, galant style, this motet is remarkable for 
its intimate, devotional character.
† Jehan Alain (1911-1940) was a French composer whose music combines impression-
istic influences along with rhythms from the far east. Alain was killed in combat while 
serving in the French army at the Battle of Saumur.
† 	 Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church.  The colors which 
bedeck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Ref-
ormation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical 
tasks at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Pentecost are traditionally green. 
Green is a color that naturally reminds us of hope and growth, and reflects the seasons 
of Spring and Summer in the natural world.
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
