This Morning’s Liturgy

T Thomas Frederick Handel Candlyn (1892-1964) was an English-born organist-
composer who emigrated to the United States in 1915. His career culminated with his
tenure at Saint Thomas Church Fifth Avenue in New York City. Candlyn’s two middle
names reflect a fashionable trend during the Victorian era; another similarly named
priest-composer was The Rev. John Sebastian Bach Hodges.

T Throughout his life, Leo Sowerby (1895-1968) was often referred to as the “Dean
of American Church Musicians.” He served St. James Cathedral in Chicago for 35 years
and he founded a College of Church Musicians at Washington National Cathedral.

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors which
bedeck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Ref-
ormation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical
tasks at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Epiphany are traditionally green.
Green is a color that naturally reminds us of hope and growth, and reflects the seasons
of Spring and Summer in the natural world. The Church clothes herself in green vest-

ments to express her joyous, lively hope of the ever lovely and eternally lush meadows of
the Kingdom of God.
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
