This Morning’s Liturgy

T William Byrd (c. 1540-1623) and Thomas Tallis (c.1505-1585) were the most influ-
ential English composers of the 16th century. Around 1575, Elizabeth I granted them
both a monopoly on printed music. Their royal favor allowed compositions for both
Anglican and Roman Catholic liturgies in a tumultuous post-Reformation era.

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors which
bedeck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Ref-
ormation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical
tasks at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Epiphany are traditionally green.
Green is a color that naturally reminds us of hope and growth, and reflects the seasons
of Spring and Summer in the natural world. The Church clothes herself in green vest-
ments to express her joyous, lively hope of the ever lovely and eternally lush meadows of

the Kingdom of God.
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
