The Epistle Romans 4:1-5, 13-17

hat then shall we say about Abraham, our forefather according to the flesh?
; x / For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about,

but not before God. For what does the scripture say? “Abraham believed
God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness.” Now to one who works, his wages
are not reckoned as a gift but as his due. And to one who does not work but trusts him
who justifies the ungodly, his faith is reckoned as righteousness. The promise to Abra-
ham and his descendants, that they should inherit the world, did not come through the
law but through the righteousness of faith. If it is the adherents of the law who are to be
the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. For the law brings wrath, but where there
is no law there is no transgression. That is why it depends on faith, in order that the
promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all his descendants — not only to the ad-
herents of the law but also to those who share the faith of Abraham, for he is the father
of us all, as it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations” — in the presence
of the God in whom he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the
things that do not exist.

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This Morning’s Liturgy

T John Stainer (1840-1901) was a highly influential composer of the Victoria era. He
was organist at Magdalen College Oxford until his appointment to St. Paul’s Cathedral,
London, in 1872. His music is seldom heard today, with the exception of his oratorio
The Crucifixion. This oratorio employs poetry by English priest William J. Sparrow-
Simpson that is interspersed with scripture. “God so loved the world” is the most
famous anthem extracted from Stainer’s oratorio.

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors worn at the
Church of St. Michael & St. George are drawn from the liturgical colors worn in Eng-
land before the Reformation and they change according to the seasons of the Church
year and the ceremonial tasks at hand. Lent marks a significant shift in the pattern of
our liturgical year, with a much more muted celebration of the Eucharist and a church
stripped of its decoration. The bare altar and somber, unbleached linen vestments worn
by the clergy during the season of Lent suggest repentance and solemnity.
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
