† 	 During his lifetime, Alessandro Scarlatti (1660-1725) was often called the “Italian 
Orpheus.” The father of two other composers in the Scarlatti family, Alessandro played 
key roles in the development of opera and instrumental music that would be impactful 
throughout Europe.
† 	 Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church.  The colors which be-
deck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Refor-
mation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical tasks 
at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Easter are White as we celebrate the 
resurrection of Christ.
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
