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This Morning’s Liturgy

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors worn at The
Church of St. Michael & St. George are drawn from colors worn in England before the
Reformation. They change according to the seasons of the Church year and the
liturgical tasks at hand. The vestments worn on Trinity Sunday, one of the seven
principle feast days of the Church, are white in color.
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
