Lord, thou hast deceived me, and I was deceived; thou art stronger than I,

and thou hast prevailed. I have become a laughingstock all the day; every one

mocks me. For whenever I speak, I cry out, I shout, “Violence and destruc-
tion!”

g re we to continue in sin that grace may abound? By no means! How can we

who died to sin still live in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been

baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We were buried there-
fore with him by baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the
glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have been united
with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a resurrection like
his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the sinful body might be
destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For he who has died is freed from
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sin. But if we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him. For we
know that Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer has
dominion over him. The death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives
he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in

Christ Jesus.

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This Morning’s Liturgy

T Ralph Vaughan Williams (1872-1958) could be easily described as the father of
modern English Church music. He was the editor of the 1906 English Hymnal, and he
is known for adapting British folk song into hymn tunes. He composed the anthem “O
taste and see” for the coronation of Elizabeth II in 1953.

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors which
bedeck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Ref-
ormation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical
tasks at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Pentecost are traditionally green.
Green is a color that naturally reminds us of hope and growth, and reflects the seasons
of Spring and Summer in the natural world.
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
