The Epistle Romans 6:12-23
Reader A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans.
l et not sin therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions.

Do not yield your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but yield your-

selves to God as men who have been brought from death to life, and your mem-
bers to God as instruments of righteousness. For sin will have no dominion over you,
since you are not under law but under grace. What then? Are we to sin because we are
not under law but under grace? By no means! Do you not know that if you yield your-
selves to any one as obedient slaves, you are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of
sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, which leads to righteousness? But thanks be
to God, that you who were once slaves of sin have become obedient from the heart to
the standard of teaching to which you were committed, and, having been set free from
sin, have become slaves of righteousness. I am speaking in human terms, because of
your natural limitations. For just as you once yielded your members to impurity and to
greater and greater iniquity, so now yield your members to righteousness for sanctifica-
tion. When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. But then
what return did you get from the things of which you are now ashamed? The end of
those things is death. But now that you have been set free from sin and have become
slaves of God, the return you get is sanctification and its end, eternal life. For the wages
of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

T Colors play an important part in the worship of the Church. The colors which
bedeck the altar and are worn by the clergy are colors worn in England before the Ref-
ormation. They change according to the seasons of the church year and the liturgical
tasks at hand. The vestments worn in the season after Pentecost are traditionally green.
Green is a color that naturally reminds us of hope and growth, and reflects the seasons
of Spring and Summer in the natural world.
